The vacated hostels were washed and cleaned with
antiseptics.

Initially boys' and girls' hostels of Sargodha Medical
College and University College of Agriculture are
handed over to District government for quarantine
centres having capacity of 1000 beds collectively,
whereas all the hostels of main campus are in
standby for further orders.

In total, Sargodha University hostels have the capacity to
accommodate around 5000 people which would be
utilized in the hour of need during corona pandemic.

Universitiesin QS World University Rankings 2020.
Since 2017, Sargodha University has made
incremental progress in quality teaching, productive
research, knowledge sharing, and global outlook,
whose outcome was reflected in its steady annual
performance in the two world's prestigious rankings.

SMOOTH SHIFT TO DIGITAL
PEDAGOGY AMID CORONA PANDEMIC

n the wake of the Coronavirus outbreak, as the
Federal government and subsequently the
Punjab government decided to close down

educational institutions for early summer break till
May 31, Sargodha University wasted no time in opting
for online mode of teaching.
The University did not have any Learning
Management System in place, but it had started an
extensive digitization process in 2017, which led to
fully online admissions and progressive
improvement in managing essential administrative
and communication affairs. Therefore, within days
after the Federal Ministry of Higher Education and
Professional Development decided to close down
the universities on March 13, SU's senior
management began exploring new modes of
pedagogy through digital technology.
Within a week, the Department of Computer
Sciences and Information technology, Noon
Business School and Department of Economics were
fully online. By the end of next week, the rest of the
departmentsalso followed suit.
Subsequent to HEC's Policy Guidelines issued on
March 28, Sargodha University has devised and
implemented a comprehensive policy regarding the
continuation of online classes, without
compromising quality education. In a meeting of all
the teaching and administrative heads chaired by
the Vice Chancellor on March 31, the following
decisions were taken:

B To safeguard the academic loss of the students,
online classes would be continued as already
being practiced in the campus without any
compromise on quality teaching.

B To ensure regularity of online classes as per the
time table schedules, the attendance of the
students would be submitted weekly to the
Secretary of Vice Chancellor by each department.
The rubric development for assessment was
discussed at length. In place of Mid Term exams,
students have to submit a term paper of 30
Marks; whereas, for Final Term and practical
courses, the assessment mechanism would be
decided later.

B The principals of College of Pharmacy and
Sargodha Medical College would liaison with all
the affiliated colleges offering the degrees of
Pharm-D and Doctor of Physiotherapy (DPT)
regarding the continuation of online classes and
conduct of final term exams with the Main
Campusas perschedule.

All the online classes at SU are being arranged
through Zoom Cloud Meeting App. In order to resolve
the connectivity issues of the students, lectures are
recorded and shared with the students along with
notes in the form of PowerPoint slides and PDFs
through emails and WhatsApp. The coordinators of
each department are responsible to monitor the
quality and regularity of the online classes, and
submit a weekly report.

In addition to the above, SU in collaboration with
Virtual University, HEC and PHEC is working on the
development of a proper Learning Management
System, which would be introduced in due course.
Meanwhile, the University will continue to
incorporate the policy guidelines issued by HEC and
PHECinthe daysahead.

Social responsibility is one of the core values of
Sargodha University. It has been rendering
community service through various initiatives,
including free consultancy service to local
farmers under an outreach program; providing
safe drinking water to faculty, staff and students;
instilling rainwater to increase underground
water table through aquifer recharge wells; and
offering free corneal transplantation at DHQ
Sargodha. The Telemedicine Centre, currently
operating from the Facilitation Centre, will soon
be shifted to the adjoining block, where the
University Medical and Research Centre wer
already offering OPD medical services besides
running a model university pharmacy for the
people of Sargodha city.

n Jan 10, the Department of Politics and

International Relations organized a seminar

titled, 'Lockdown in Kashmir:
Consequences and Challenges!, in the context of an
indefinite lockdown imposed by Indian authorities in
Jammu and Kashmir following the abrogation of
Article 370 and 35-A.

KEY POINTS

Kashmir issue is about the suspension of right to
self-determination and other fundamental
human rights, therefore, it should be seen in its
humanitarian dimension rather than being
taken asaterritorial conflict.

Initially, India accepted Kashmir as an
international issue, later, it reduced it to bilateral
then unilateral level, and now, by abrogation of
Article 370, the issue is being portrayed as India's
internal matter. However, Kashmir has always
been and will always be an international issue
and a matter of regional stability.

The abrogation of Article 370 and Article 35-A was
a part of Bharatiya Janata Party's election
manifesto, clearly stating that by voting BJP, you
will be able togetland in Kashmir.

As a result of revocation of Article 370 and
ongoing lockdown, thousands of innocent
Kashmiris have been arrested and ethnic
cleansing in being continued. This year is
announced asyear of genocide in Kashmir.
According to Indian Women Delegation Report,
13,000 people, including children of age group 9-
15, have been arrested, 42 have been killed, 1989
have been injured and 59 houses have been

Passing of National Citizen Act bill, which makes
every illegal migrant eligible for Indian
citizenship except Muslims, reveals that political
regime in Delhi is a supremacist, fascist and
regressive government, working on the ideology
of Hindutva and polarizing India on the concept
of 'Hindi, Hindu, Hindustan.'

The oblivious international community should
understand that what is happening in Kashmir is
the sheer violation of human rights which needs
to be taken seriously as Kashmiris' basic right to
lifeis beinginfringed.

We need to share the reports of Office of the
United Nations High Commissioner for Human
Rights released in 2019 to reveal the real face of
extremist BIP, and should pursue aggressive
diplomacy to gain the support of international
community.

Mathematical modeling, especially fractional
calculus modeling can play important role in

efficient solution.

In order to represent the natural groundwater
flow in the environment, a groundwater model
could be useful.

A fractal is non-regular geometrical that has the
same degree of non-regularity on all scales. By
implementations of the fractal derivative to
fractal media model can be effective for heat
transfer and water permeation in multi-scale
fabricand wool fibers.
