Scholars pledge to collaborate in
various fields of Plant Sciences

he Department of Botany organized a three-day

international conference, titled 'Current Scenario of

Research in Plant Sciences: Challenges and
Opportunities’ on May 9-10, 2018 to emphasize the
importance of various emerging aspects and practical
applications along with interdisciplinary approaches to Plant
Sciencesresearch.

The conference was ajoint effort of the Department of Botany
and the Higher Education Commission of Pakistan which
provided a platform for discussion to overcome the
limitations of practical applications of emerging trends in
Plant Sciences. More than 150 national and international
research scholars from USA, China, Argentina, Bulgaria and
other countries thrust the conference into limelight by
presenting theirstudies on emerging trends in Plant Sciences
research. The distinguished foreign speakers showed their
interest in research collaboration with the university in
various fields. Dr Lian-Ming Gao from China was interested
in collaboration for hybrid speciation pattern in
Rhododendron and Taxus in a global biodiversity hotspot, Dr
Vasileva Viliana from Bulgaria for agronomic
characterization of forage crops, Dr Lena Qiying Ma from
State University of Florida, USA for biogeochemistry of
minerals while Dr Athar Tariq from California Department of
Food and Agriculture, USA was keen to collaborate for
description of viral diseases.

Dr Tariq had a separate special session with M Phil and PhD
students of the university. He briefed them about the features
of agood dissertation and research article. Healso guided the
students that how placement can be get in foreign universities
especiallyin USA.

Dr Moin-Ud-Din from State University of Indiana, USA and
Dr Lian-Ming Gao from Chinese Academy of Sciences also

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Computer Science Department Workshop

Students given opportunity to get
hands-on expertise on latest big data tools

he Department of Computer Sciences and

Information Technology organized a workshop

on 'Big Data' for one day full of education,
networking and product demonstrations to help take data
and analysisto the nextlevel.
The workshop focused on technical and practical verticals
including use cases around predictive analytics, advanced
machine learning, data governance, privacy, cyber
security, The Smart Home &Internet of Things, digital
transformation, Hadoop, cloud analytics and cloud
computing.
The purpose of the session was to discuss the uses of big
data applications for analyzing the behavior and
communication with customers on the basis of
predictions. It provided the students with an opportunity
to get hands-on expertise on latest big data tools including
Apache Hadoop, Microsoft HDInsight, NoSQL, Hive,
Sqoop, PolyBase, Bigdatain EXCELand Presto.
Experts from different multinational companies like
Teradata and Ora-tech participated in the workshop and
briefed the students that big data is a collection of large
and complex, structured and unstructured data sets which
cannot be processed through conventional database
systems.
Since an accurate analysis leads to concrete decision-
making resulting in greater efficiencies in operations, cost
reductionsand lowerrisks therefore, big data technologies
need to provide more accurate analysis, they continued,
adding that to exploit the power of big data, there isa need
of infrastructure to manage and process huge volumes of
unstructured and structured data in real-time.
The speakers of the workshop discussed the emerging
capabilities in large computational data to include speed,
data fusion, use, and commodification of data. They
informed that due to continuous decrease in the cost of
digital data storage, data recording is increasing at an

exponential speed peryear.
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Azhar Rafique, a professional services consultant of

Teradata, Pakistan briefed the students about scope of big
data practices. The proliferation of smart phones, social
networks, cloud computing, and more powerful predictive
analytic techniques have enabled the collection, analysis,
use, and storage of data in away that was not possible justa
fewyearsago, headded.

Bilal Anjum, Services Consultant Teradata Global
Delivery Center, while speaking about the applications of
big data, emphasized on human behavioral impact and
emotional intelligence with respect to big data.

Faculty members of the CS & IT Department also
presented their views on technical and practical verticals.
Saad Razzaq delivered a lecture on machine learning in
perspective of big data, Muntazir Mehdi talked about
installation of big data tools (HDFS, Apache Spark, Scala)
and Agsa Zahoor discussed that why Scala for big data is
preferable?

PPP sub-campuses brought under tight
scrutiny to ensure quality education
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The Vice Chancellor presiding over the Syndicate meeting

The Syndicate of University of Sargodha held its second meeting

of theyearonizth of May. The Vice Chancellor Dr Ishtiag Ahmad

presided over the meeting and briefed the members about

ongoing educational, research and development activities on

campus.

During the meeting, the Syndicate issued show-cause notices to

five sub-campuses established under public-private partnership

for flouting laws and regulations governing establishment of

campuses.

The body approved the recommendations of a committee

constituted to provide the opportunity of personal hearing to the

management of PPP sub-campuses. The committee had

submitted the following recommendations:

B Deed Agreements of PPP campusesshould berevised

B The university should revise its public private partnership
policy forestablishment of sub-campuses

B The revised Deed Agreement should be vetted from all
bodies mentioned in Public Private Partnership Act,
Governmentof the Punjab

B For excess number of students a special fine Rs. 20,000 for
each program and up to Rs. 5000 per student should be
imposed and the fine must be charged from administration
of the sub-campuses

B Admissions for fall-2018 and onward should be made by the
main campus.

The syndicate constituted an inquiry committee to probe into the

matter of issuance of result and consideration of examination

system of the students of the sub-campuses established under

public-private-partnership.

The body clarified that results and transcripts to the students of
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sub-campuseswill beissued in line with the recommendations of
the committee and decision of the Syndicate.

In the meeting, procedure to nominate and appoint an in-charge
and chairman of a department under public-private partnership
was formulated while service confirmation of several employees
of the university and salaries of employees working on various
projects and posts in the engineering department were also
approved.

The meeting also decided to take necessary action under PEEDA
Act 2006 against some faculty members and staffers, who
allegedly misused their powers, practiced professional apathy,
were involved in financial misconduct and flouted laws and
regulations.

The body approved launching of an inquiry against the university
employees found absent from duty.

The meeting stopped the sale of Khush-Aab water in the open
market and ordered its sale only at University Medical Complex
and Research Centreand University Canteen.

The houseapproved internship programs for brilliant students of
the university and referred to Finance and Planning Committee
for financial impactregarding theirremuneration.

The Syndicate agreed to grant 30% of the minimum pay scale as
the social security benefit in lieu of pension to contractual
employees of the university who have been appointed after
meetingall thelegal formalities.

The body approved to grant extension to the faculty members of
various departments of main campus, Bhakkar and Mianwali
sub-campuses who have completed fiveyears satisfactoryservice,
up toa period of six monthsortill the regularappointmentsin the
university.
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
