Professor Robert Nichols, a known expert on FATA, says 
Pakistan has never been so close to building a political 
consensus on political reforms in the tribal areas, which is why 
all the stakeholders of FATA reforms should seize this 
opportunity for introducing and implementing these reforms.
He was speaking at a seminar on ‘The Rule of Law in Pakistan: 
FCR and FATA’ held at the University of Sargodha on February 
20, 2017, organized by its Lincoln Corner in collaboration with 
the Department of Political Science and International 
Relations.
The occasion marked the current national debate generated by 
the FATA Reforms Committee report, which was published in 
August 2016 and has recommended that tribal regions be 
integrated into the KPK province over a transition period of five 
years. The report is yet to be approved by the Federal Cabinet.
“The proposed reforms are inevitable to bring peace, harmony 
and stability in the area. They will empower the locals and they 

would decide their destiny on their own,” said Prof Nichols, who 
teaches history at Stockton University, New Jersey and has also 
taught at Yale as well as University of Pennsylvania.
“The merger of FATA into KPK should be the first step in 
abolishing the Frontier Crime Regulation (FCR). With its 
repeal, the people of tribal areas would gain due political and 
legal rights as well as access to opportunities for education, 
health and economic uplift,” he added.

The American professor has published extensively on the 
subject, including three recent books with Oxford University 
Press: Frontier Crises Regulation: A history in Documents 
(2013), Setting the Frontier: Land, Law and Society in Peshawar 
Valley (2001), and A History of Pashtun Migration (2008).
Prof Nichols said the Great Britain had introduced FCR in 1903 
to extend its rule in the region and control the locals. He said it 
was quite unfortunate that, 70 years after the independence of 
Pakistan, FATA was still being run under the FCR laws.
He castigated successive governments for not granting 
legitimate rights to the tribal people or bringing FATA into the 
mainstream. In his words, Pakistan’s founding father 
Muhammad Ali Jinnah had pledged to pull out military from 
tribal areas and also promised to introduce civil laws in FATA. 
Unfortunately, the country remained engaged in Kashmir and 
other issues at that time and the FATA issue was put on the back 
burner.
Then, the former Prime Minister Zulfiqar Ali Bhutto pledged to 
bring FATA into the mainstream, but failed to fulfill that 
promise. More recently, in 2013, a joint committee of political 
parties had agreed to implement civil laws in FATA, but nothing 
was done thereafter to adopt its recommendations.

Obituary: Remembering Dr. Fida Hussain
On the fateful day of January 13, 2017 one of the most dedicated 
and meritorious professors of UOS, Dr. Fida Hussain breathed 
his last while cultivating and nourishing the botanists of 
tomorrow at University College of Agriculture, UOS. A selfless 
and diligent teacher succumbed to the cardiac arrest while 
enlightening the hearts of so many students in the class room. 
His last words “keep writing” are reminiscent of his towering 
character and indefatigable professional commitment.
His exhaustive and expansive professional career started from 
Fodder Research Institute Sargodha in 1988 and ended at 
University of Sargodha in 2017. His association and 
collaboration with Dr. Norman E. Borlaug the Father of Green 
Revolution during his stay at International Maize and Wheat 
Improvement Center (CIMMYT) in 1999, led to his 

contribution in the domain of wheat 
breeding. His enormous contribution as a 
distinguished wheat breeder is emblematic 
of his memorable dedication to his 
motherland. He is credited to have developed 
five wheat varieties: namely; MH97, Auqab 
2000, Chenab 2000, Iqbal 2000, Seher 06. Dr. 
Fida Hussain did his Doctorate degree in Plant Breeding & 
Genetics from Quid‐e‐Azam University in 2005 and 
afterwards, he proceeded to University of Sydney in 2009 for his 
Post Doctorate in Plant Breeding. In 2008 he was appointed as 
Assistant Professor at University of Agriculture Faisalabad Sub 
Campus College of Agriculture, Dera Ghazi Khan. He joined 
UOS as Professor of Plant Breeding and Genetics in 2014.
