The University Medical and
Diagnostic Center (UMDC) is
equipped with the most modern
gadget and diagnostic machinery for
providing diagnostic facilities to the
patients at almost half prices in comparison to other renowned
laboratories of the city. The diagnostic center operates under the
fully qualified technicians who work under the supervision of
Pathologists. The provisions have been made for the analysis of
over three hundred samples and tests of various diseases.
University of Sargodha has also established state of the art
pharmacy which is providing standard medicines round the
clock at special discounted rates. With the token fee of two

hundred rupees, outdoor patients are examined under the
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supervision of specialists of various medical disciplines on daily

basis. University of Sargodha has also established a separate
hospital of zoo beds, which will be completed very soon. The
University hospital will start operating by the summer of this
year. The UoS has also planning to add another 400 beds in its
hospital and the work on this project will be kicked off by the
next fiscal year as per university schedule. Besides providing
medical and diagnosticservices to the masses, UMDC is playing
aphenomenal role inaugmenting the revenue of the University.
