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UOS becomes first university
to manufacture medicine

Pakistan Drug Regulatory Authority grants license to
produce tablets, capsules, liquid and dry suspensions

Pakistan Drug Regularity Authority has granted license to the Pharmaceutical Production
Unit of Sargodha University for manufacturing medicines. This makes UOS the first
public sector university of Pakistan to have been issued the drug manufacturing license.
Under this authority, the Pharmaceutical Industrial Unit has been authorized to
manufacture four kinds of drugs, i.e. Tablet, Capsule, Oral Liquid suspension and Dry
suspension.

It is hoped that drug manufacturing production will meet the growing medicine needs of
Sargodha and the Punjab province. Moreover, acompetitive environment will be produced
between the multinational and national companies.

The Pharmaceutical Industrial Unit would produce high standard medicines on cheaper
rates and reduce the medicine prices in the market. It will also prove helpful to lessen the
medicinal expenditures. Resultantly, it will relieve the poor from the burden of expensive
medicines.

According to Mr Muhammad Igbal, head of the Pharmaceutical Industrial Unit, the drug
facility has the capacity to produce 800,000 packs per month. The university has imported
top class machinery manufactured by high ranking European companies.

The Pharmaceutical Industrial Unit would provide job opportunities to the local
pharmacy, electrical and mechanical engineers in addition to the training centre for the
studentsof pharmacyand otherrelevant cadres.

University of Sargodha's Pharmacy
teacher Dr Alamgeer has won the
HEC-PERIDOT collaboration
program 2017.

PERIDOT is the Franco-Pakistani
HUBERT Curien Partnership (PHC)
Program providing opportunities to
Pakistani and French researchers to
interact for joint research activities.
The program is implemented in
Pakistan by Higher Education
Commission (HEC) and in France, by
the Ministries of Foreign Affairs and
International Development, and
Higher Educationand Research.
Under this program, each year one
PhD student will move to the
Laboratory of Biophotonic and
Pharmacology, University of
Strasbourg, France. Similarly,a
French Professor and her students
will visit University of Sargodha.

Dr. Alamgeer has laid foundation of
Laboratory of Cardiovascular
Research and Integrative
Pharmacology which is epuipped
with technologicaly advance
instruments such as
langendorfisolated heart apparatus,
tissue organ bath, invasive and non-
invasive blood pressure measuring
apparatus, plethysmometer and

metabolicactivity cages.

arrister Shahzad Akbar, a renowned legal expert and social activist, voicing
B against droneattacks says that litigation in the court of public perception isas

much ssignificantas formal litigation in the court of law.
He was speaking ataseminaron litigating in the court of public perception under the
auspices of the University Law College on June 2.
The event marked the moot global discourse regarding drone strikes. “Litigation in
the court of public was one of the legal tactics and drone attacks were a clear example
in which the public perception was made”, said the Barrister. Now, the world was
taking thisissueasawarcrime, headded.
He stated that 200 innocent children among 1,500 civilians had so far been killed in
over 100 drone attacks inside Pakistan. He said that he and his team had taken the
issue of drone attacks into the court of public through media and after great struggle
they had won the caseagainst CIA.
He said that the drone victims played a vital role to build the public perception
against the drone attacks. He quoted the example of the late lawyer MD Tahir, who
highlighted the public issues through litigations. He advised the young lawyers to
use these tactics for effective litigation.
Barrister Shahzad is the Executive Director of the Foundation for Fundamental
Rights, a Pakistan based charity set up in 2010, comprised of attorneys and socially
active individuals that seek to work towards the advancement, protection and
enforcement of Fundamental Human Rights in and outside Pakistan for the welfare
of primarily Pakistani citizens.
The Foundation was set up in 2010, and initiated a series of Public Interest Litigation
in superior courts to enforce basic human rights especially where violations due to
war on terror are taking place in Pakistan and outside Pakistan to Pakistani citizens.
Assumed position of Legal Director in 2011 and started working on human rights
issues on full time basis.
Presently, the barrister is supervising a team of lawyers and investigators. FFR also
focuseson cases involving capital punishment.
Conducting such capital punishment trials and also supervising other attorneys
conducting similar trialsand appeals.

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Syndicate clears years long backlog
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he University of Sargodha held its long-awaited
Syndicate meeting on 15-16 May, in which the backlog
of pending cases since 2014 were decided amicably.
The 63 items on the meeting agenda, among others, included
cases of faculty promotion and appointment, comprehensive
examination, recoveries, enquiry reports and financial matters
pertaining toaudit reportsand investment of funds.

Faculty appointments
at Sub-Campuses

The syndicate granted approval to the recommendations of
Selection Board, held in the month of March 2017.

Out of these appointments, the selection of 5 professors and
5 Associate Professors in different disciplines was approved
by the syndicate for the main campus, Sargodha.

Similarly, 11 Assistant Professors were given final approval by
the syndicate in various disciplines for the sub-campus
Bhakkar and 10 Assistant professors were approved by the
syndicate, for the sub-campus Mianwali.

The recruitments on various posts are aimed at overcoming
the shortage of qualified staff and providing conducive as
wellas competitive environment to the teaching staff.
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With a regular Vice Chancellor, the university management has
prioritised the holding of statutory bodies meetings onaregular
basis.

Besides the Syndicate meeting, two marathon meetings of the
Selection Board, each spanning three days, have already been
held. Two more Syndicate meetings and three more Selection
Board meetingsare planned.

Recoveries ordered
under PEEDA Act

The University of Sargodha syndicate took notice of absent
staffers and decided to proceed against them under the
PEEDA Act2006.

The staff members against whom action will be taken,
include three Assistant Professors, a Senior Registrar, and a
Medical Officer.

The syndicate also took notice that some of the faculty
members, who were granted study leave or scholarships
could not complete their PhD studies as per the agreements
signed with the University.

The syndicate decided to recover the money spent on them
on account of PhD studies. They include three Assistant
Professorsand two Lecturers.



One-time exemption from Comprehensive Exam

n another landmark decision, the Syndicate approved to
exempt the students of Public Private Partnership Campuses
(PPP) of UOS from Comprehensive Examination.
Theaugust bodyafter through consideration and deliberation on
the taken by some of the students of sub campuses to the Court,
was of the view that enrolled students should not suffer on
account of any deviation or misrepresentation by the sub
campuses concerned.
Therefore, to avoid the hardship of the enrolled students, the
Syndicate decided to exempt the students enrolled up to Fall 2016
from appearing in the comprehensive examination.
The students enrolled up to Fall 2016 by all the sub campuses
established under PPP mode and duly registered with University

of Sargodha will, however, be required to complete the degree
requirements as per Semester Regulations 2008 amended from
time to time. Thus, one time dispensation has been granted by
the Syndicate.

However, at the same time, taking notice of the situation, the
Syndicate has directed the PPP sub campuses to expressly inform
the future sessions about the mandatory condition of
comprehensive examination in writing through all possible
means including prospectus and admission advertisements as
well as conducting of orientation sessions.

For the purpose, the said clause will also be incorporated in the
Semester Regulations of the University.
